At the church's congregational 
meeting held Sunday, February 
28 immediately following the 
worship service, the members 
attending voted, by private 
written ballot, to call him to 
serve our Hope Church! 

Richard began his full time 
service to our church starting 
the next day, Monday, 
March 1.
