FROM  PASTOR  R ICHARD  
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 . . . of Lilacs and Rhubarb 

At the recent Annual Meeting 
of the Wisconsin Conference, 
I was able to listen to a talk 
given by Martin Copenhaver, 
Senior Pastor of Wellesley 
Hills Congregational Church, 
UCC. He started out by  
asking the question, òWho was 
Robert, and why do we  
follow his rules anyway?ó He 
did go on to give a little history 
of Robertõs Rules, but the main 
thrust of his address was that 
there just might be a better 
way for conducting meetings 
in the church. Copenhaver 
suggests a process that incor-
porates Spiritual Discernment. 

I went to a Quaker seminary; 
there it was a good experience 
to be involved in meetings that 
did not use parliamentary  
procedure. Instead, all meeting 
decisions are arrived at by  
consensus, but spiritual  
discernment is not ôconsensus 
building.õ  Discernment  
attempts to perceive what 
God is up to and what we are 
to do in response.  

Now right about here, there 

that is, it means listening care-
fully to all involved because 
one never knows through 
whom the Spirit speaks. 

As we move ahead as a church 
family, or as a worshipping 
community, or people on a 
journey of faith together, I will 
be working to help all of us to 
carefully consider moving 
more and more into a process 
of Spiritual Discernment to 
determine the path we are on 
together and individually. You 
see, Spiritual Discernment is not 
only for our life together, but 
also for our lives individually; 
where are we being ôcalledõ to 
serve and what shall we do. 
Each of us can begin by listening 
now for that still small voice 
within. Each of us will play an 
important role in the life of 
our church as we move into 
the future. Be prepared to hear 
the still speaking voice lead us to 
ever new and exciting places.
